RESTAURANT RECOMMENDATIONS FROM THE LOCAL SITE COMMITTEE

High-end
Bigas-on-the-Bank.  Downtown San Antonio. Well-known local chef.

Bistro Vatel - San Antonio’ s best French restaurant.  Not in walking distance.  Take taxi to Olmos Circle in Olmos Park neighborhood.

Boudreau’s – On the River Walk. New Orleans-style cuisine. Moderately expensive.  Small can’t accommodate large groups.  Tables inside and on the River Walk itself
La Frite –  South Town. Belgian chef.  Food excellent.  Small.
Il Sogno – Pearl Brewery Complex. Excellent Italian Food. Appetizers are the best part.  Waits can be long.  
The Sandbar – Pearl Brewery Complex . Same chef as above.  Excellent seafood offerings. 
 Mid-range

Azucar – South Town. Nuevo Latino cuisine in trendy South Town (walking distance from Hotel but a bit of a walk)  Food and drinks great. Restaurant a bit noisy because of décor.  Bar great fun.  Good place for drinks.
Café des artistes- Terrace of the San Antonio Museum of Art, small menu. Food excellent.  The museum is a must see.

La Gloria  Pearl Brewery Complex.  Somewhat trendy Mexican restaurant featuring food from the “interior”, i.e. not Tex-Mex.  Terrace looks out onto the “Museum Reach” of the River Walk
Monterrey – South Town.Trendy. Serves tapas and great mixed drinks.  
Rosario’s – South Town. Classic Tex-Mex in trendy South Town.  Fun, a bit noisy can accommodate large groups. Best to reserve in advance.

Mi Tienda – Market Place – A San Antonio institution.  It’s the lively, picturesque restaurant everyone thinks of when they think “Mexican Restaurant”.  Margueritas and mariachi bands are abundant. The food is typical Tex-Mex fare. Fun!

Copper Kettle –Thus Cafeteria is open for  lunch in the Refectory of the Ursuline Academy—a  beautiful 18th-century building within walking distance of  the hotel.
